1.  RULES   
1.1  The rules are listed in the Notice of Race. Further rule changes are as follows: 
1.2  Racing shall be umpired using Appendix UF - SSCBC WASZP Racing Version 11th DEC 2023 on the ONB. 
2.  CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS   
2.1  Any change to the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the Official Notice Board no later than 45 

minutes before the scheduled start time of the race for which it will take effect.   
 2.2 Oral changes to the Sailing Instructions may be made by the Umpires informing the affected boats 

on water. 
 3.  COURSE & MARKS 
3.1  Course - Start – 1(p) – 2(s) – 3(p) – 4(s) - Finish.  

Start Pin Orange inflatable.  
Mark 1 – 4 Pink inflatable marks  

4.  THE START  
4.1  Races will be started using RRS 26, modified as follows:  

Signal  Flag and Sound  Mins 

Warning  Flight pennant; 1 sound signal  3 

Preparatory  U, or Black Flag; 1 sound signal  2 

One-minute  Preparatory Flag removed; 1 long sound signal  1 

Starting  Flight pennant removed; 1 sound signal  0 

4.2  The starting line is between a staff displaying an orange flag on the signal vessel at the starboard end and the 
course side of the orange port-end starting mark. 

5.  THE FINISH 
5.1  The finish line is between staffs displaying a blue flag on the finish vessels.  
6.  FORMAT  
6.1 The format and stage advancements are indicated in the format diagram. 
6.2 Boat assignments to flights are indicated by skipper names in the diagram. 
6.2 The stages are: Round 1, Qualifier, Semi Final and Final. 
6.3  The number of boats indicated in the format diagram that sail the course and are not disqualified in 

the flights shall advance to the indicated flight in the next round. 
7.   TIME LIMIT 
7.1  Once the indicated number of boats to advance to the next round have sailed the course, and not 

been disqualified, the time limit will apply, and the finish line will close by removing the blue 
finishing flags. 

7.2  At that time boats still on the course of that flight shall no longer be racing and shall leave the 
course area to ensure they do not interfere with boats racing in other flights. 

 
8.  EXCLUSION ZONE 
8.1 [DP] A boat shall stay outside the exclusion zone while another flight start is in sequence and shall not enter 

the exclusion zone until her flight is the next flight. 
 
 



9.  [SP, DP, NP] SIGNING ON/OFF   
9.1  All boats must “sign on” before leaving the shore and “sign off” as soon as practicable after returning 

to shore at the completion of slalom or distance racing.  
9.2  A sign on link will be sent to the mobile phone number of each competitor entry, if a boat experiences 

difficulties with this they may sign on or off at the regatta office.
